Bernhard Arthur Oswald “Sonny” Mitschke was born on May 17, 1928 in the
Beat Five Community in Lee County, Texas to Oswald Adolph Mitschke and
Emma Marie (Benad) Mitschke. He was baptized on June 28, 1928 at Christ
Lutheran Church in Loebau, Texas by Rev. Carl Durow and confirmed on July
5, 1942 at Trinity Lutheran Church in Dime Box, Texas by Rev. Herbert
Hartfield. Sonny graduated from Dime Box High School. He was united in
marriage to Annie Marie Winter on September 5, 1948 by Rev. S.T.
Schroeder. He went to work for the LCRA and retired after 43 years from
Bluebonnet Electric on May 31, 1990. Sonny was an active member of Martin
Luther Lutheran Church in Giddings where he had served in various positions
and on the church council. He was a member of the Giddings Masonic Lodge



for over 50 years, serviced on the Giddings I.S.D. school board for over 10
years and he and Marie volunteered with the Meals on Wheels program for
many years.
