Barbara Joyce Kruemcke Crocker was born on June 28, 1943 in Giddings,
Texas. She was baptized on July 18, 1943 and confirmed on March 25, 1956,
both at Martin Luther Lutheran Church in Giddings. Her confirmation verse
was Psalm 119:105, “Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my path”.
She graduated from Giddings High School in 1961 as the class Salutatorian.
Barbara attended Southern Methodist University and the Methodist School of
Nursing in 1962. She continued her education at the University of Texas at
Austin and Brackenridge School of Nursing, where she received her RN
degree in 1964. After attending Southwest Texas State, she received her
Bachelor's degree in Health Profession in 1988. 

 

Along with her career as a nurse, Barbara also had a career in education,
having taught Nursing at Blinn Jr. College in Brenham, TX. Following this, she



became the Director of Nursing at Lee Memorial Hospital in 1972. She worked
at Giddings State School for a few years before joining Motorola, where she
later became the Worldwide Director of Occupational Health Resources.
Throughout her career and while attending night school, Barbara raised her
two daughters, Marsha and Christi. On June 21, 2002, she married Rex
Crocker. 

 

After her retirement from Motorola in 2003, Barbara and Rex moved to
Giddings, where they enjoyed a life filled with ranching, traveling, and
supporting their Texas Longhorns. She served on the Giddings EDC board,
was President of the Giddings Study Club and Congregational President for
Martin Luther Lutheran Church. Many of you will remember visiting and seeing
Barbara at The Secret Garden, where her presence filled the shop with love,
and where she will be forever missed. 

Barbara passed away peacefully at home on Monday, September 16, 2024,
with family by her side. 

 

Barbara was preceded in death by her parents, Edmund and Linna Kruemcke,
and her sister Margie and brother-in-law Ed Harkrider.
