Charles Ray Caffey, was born May 11, 1945 in Taylor, Texas, the oldest of four
children born to Charles Cleo and Alta Raye (Jackson) Caffey.  He was raised
in the Thorndale area and was a 1963 graduate of Thorndale High School. He
graduated from Southwest Texas College in San Marcos where he played
football and track. Charles was inducted into the “T Association” Hall of Honor
in 2004.
