Daniel Monroe Elkins was born at home on the family farm in Bloomington,
Texas on May 21, 1922 the son of Edward Lee Elkins and Fannie Lavana
(Wynn) Elkins. He served in the United States Navy from September 16, 1942
until receiving his Honorable Discharge on October 31, 1945 having obtained
the rank of Radioman Third Class. Following his military service, he graduated
from the University of Houston with a degree in business. He was united in
marriage to Lillian Carol Rector on May 29, 1943 in Boston, Massachusetts.
Dan retired as a purchase control manager with Dresser Industries in
Houston, Texas after 30 years of service. In 1977, He and Carol moved to the
family farm in Serbin. They graciously opened the farm and facilities for
retreats for smaller churches that didn’t have a retreat budget. Dan was an
active and dedicated member of the First Baptist Church in Giddings where he
served as a deacon, formed the “Joy Group” and enjoyed working with both
the elderly and the youth of the church. He enjoyed gardening and watching

Living in Rosenberg, Texas.
