Darlyn Faye Olbrich (Dolly), age 79, of Thrall, TX, passed away peacefully
from her daughter Tammy’s arms to Jesus’s arms on Monday, August 5, 2024.

Her interests included singing, dancing,
listening to Polka music, volunteering with the Thorndale VFW, and reading
her daily Bible scriptures. Her favorite Bible verse was Philippians 4:13: “l can
do all things through Christ who strengthens me.” Dolly’s love for God was
evident in her daily life through her love for others, her conversations about
Jesus, and her dedication to singing and reading scripture.

Dolly found great joy in caring for her dogs and all the neighborhood animals,
earning her the nickname “Mother Teresa of animals” from her family. She had



unconditional love for everyone.
