Dorthea “Dorothy” Eleanor Synatschk Blasig was born on October 24, 1929 in
Warda, Texas to Carl & Clara (Mitschke) Synatschk. She was baptized on
October 27, 1929 at Holy Cross Lutheran Church in Warda, Texas by Rev.
Gottfried Buchschacher and confirmed on October 10, 1943 at Grace
Lutheran Church in Smithville, Texas by Rev. J.W. Jackson. Her confirmation
verse was Revelations 2:10 “Be thou faithful unto death and I will give thee a
crown of life.”

She was proud to have obtained her Class A Commercial
Drivers License and she and Edward drove a delivery truck for K & M
Produce. Dorothy was able to combine her loves of children and cooking by
serving as the cook for several daycares and schools in the area including
Candyland Daycare, Mary’s Little Lambs, Lil Buffs and St. John Lutheran
Daycare and School in Lincoln. After Edward preceded her in death on August
6, 1991, she married Milton Blasig on September 18, 1999 at Ebenezer
Lutheran Church in Manheim with Rev. Dale Bohm officiating. Dorothy was a
member of Ebenezer Lutheran Church in Manheim and enjoyed embroidering
and quilting.
