Her confirmation verse was 2nd Timothy 3:14, “But continue thou
in the things which thou hast learned and hast been assured of, knowing of
whom thou hast learned them.” Evelyn was united in marriage to Henry Paul
Gersch on April 18, 1954 at Holy Cross Lutheran Church in Warda, Texas by
Rev. John Herzog. She worked many years in the cafeteria at Giddings Middle
School. Due to Henry serving in the US Army and being involved with the
American Legion York Post 276 in Giddings, Evelyn became involved with the
American Legion Auxiliary. Evelyn enjoyed baking and cooking and shared
her talents by helping with events at the American Legion Hall and Immanuel
Lutheran Church. While Henry was the one usually working in the garden,



Evelyn enjoyed tending to the plants and flowers around the house. She also
enjoyed dancing and traveling. Through the years, Evelyn served the
Giddings community from the children she saw every day to the people she
served and prayed for through Immanuel’s Christian Care Ministry. Evelyn’s
faith was very important to her, and she made sure that her kids knew that
Jesus loved them by having nightly devotions.
