Grace Elna (Beisert) Rackel was born on January 31, 1936 in Loebau, Texas,
the daughter of Louis G. Beisert and Minnie (Hohle) Beisert. She was
baptized on February 16, 1936 at Christ Lutheran Church in Loebau by Rev.
William Remmert and confirmed on April 10, 1949 also at Christ Lutheran
Church in Loebau by Rev. Herbert Hartfield. Her confirmation verse was
Hebrews 13:5, “Let your conduct be without covetousness; be content with
such things as you have. For He Himself has said, “I will never leave you nor
forsake you.” Grace was united in marriage to Waldemar Alton Rackel on May
21, 1955 at Christ Lutheran Church in Loebau. They moved to Houston where
she worked in the cafeteria at St. Mark Lutheran School for many years. Later,
she went to work helping Waldemar in his drywall installation business. While
in Houston, they were active members of St. Mark Lutheran Church where
Grace taught Sunday school, was active in the school’s PTA, and was always
helping with fundraisers and the annual fall festival. After Waldemar’s death in



1998, Grace moved back to Loebau where she was a member of Christ
Lutheran Church LWML and helped with the annual Mother’s Day picnic and
annual turkey dinner. She also volunteered at Rejuvenation in Giddings.
Grace enjoyed making homemade noodles, fruit cakes, which many referred
to as candy cakes, and canning.
