Her confirmation verse was 1 Corinthians 6:11, "And such were
some of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye are justified in
the name of the Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God". 
She was a telephone operator for Southwestern State Telephone Company
for 15 years. She was also employed by Moore Business for 10 years before
she retired in 1982. Hattie was also a longtime Avon Representative. After
Hattie retired, she took painting lessons and her beautiful artwork hangs in
many homes. She was a member of the Sons of Hermann Lodge #301 in
Deanville, Texas, the American Legion Auxiliary in Caldwell and participated in
numerous activities at Martin Luther Lutheran Church in Giddings. Hattie
enjoyed playing dominoes, Canasta, sewing, dancing, cooking, and spending
