Lee Ramsour. Judy and her family owned and operated Lincoln Fertilizer for
25 years and she most recently worked at Lowes Home Improvement in
Bastrop for the past nine years. She was an active member of St. John
Lutheran Church in Lincoln where she had served as a Sunday school
teacher for many years. She volunteered with the Lee County Relay for Life
where she and her family participated as the "All in the Family" team. Judy

She cherished the time she was able to spend with her kids
and grandchildren. Judy waged a hard fought battle against cancer with her
family, friends and community at her side. She lost that battle, still surrounded
by her family, the afternoon of Saturday, August 6, 2016 at the Hospice
Brazos Valley Inpatient Facility in Bryan.
