Marvin Charles Herzog was born March 2, 1933 in a farm house in Bastrop
County, Texas to Charlie and Martha (Reuther) Herzog. He was baptized at
Ebenezer Lutheran Church in Manheim and was later confirmed at Christ
Lutheran Church in Loebau in 1947. His memory verse was Acts 4:12,
“Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under
heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.” Marvin’s parents
bought their own farm in 1945 after being sharecroppers. Marvin attended
elementary school in a one room schoolhouse in Loebau. He was drafted into
the Army in June of 1953 at the age of 20 and served actively for 2 years in
both Korea and Japan. He received his Honorable Discharge in April of 1955
and served inactively for an additional 6 years.

Marvin enrolled at Sam Houston State University in Huntsville, Texas in 1956
and completed three semesters. He transferred to Lamar University College of
Engineering in Beaumont, Texas where he graduated in 1960 with a BA



Degree in Electrical Engineering. After graduation, Marvin got a job on the
East Coast working for DuPont for seven years. In 1966, he moved to
Houston, Texas where he worked for FLUOR Engineering for 27 years. Marvin
retired and moved back to the farm where he grew up close to Loebau. He
spent his time on the farm raising hay and cattle. In 2006, Marvin retired for a
second time and sold his cattle, equipment, and land. Then moved to Sun City
Retirement Community in Georgetown, Texas. Marvin eventually moved back
to Houston where he spent his last three years closer to his sister Alice and
family.

Marvin passed away the morning of Monday, November 28, 2022 at Morada
Assisted Living in Houston.

He is preceded in death by his parents, Charlie & Martha Herzog; two infant
children; brother, Royce Herzog; sister and brother-in-law, Ruby Lee & Joe
Schiller, and brother-in-law, Edmund Patschke.

Marvin is survived by his two children, John Herzog and Sharon Herzog;
several grandchildren; one sister, Alice Patschke of Houston; one sister-in-
law, Dorothy Herzog of Loebau, and numerous nieces, nephews, and
extended family.
