Theresa Ann (Fischer) Carley was born on September 6, 1962 in Giddings,
Texas, to Marvin Charles and Magdalena “Lena” (Miertschin) Fischer. She
was baptized on September 30, 1962 at Martin Luther Lutheran Church in
Giddings by Rev. J. Fred Mgebroff and confirmed on April 11, 1976, also at
Martin Luther Lutheran Church in Giddings by Rev. J. Fred Mgebroff. Her
confirmation verse was Luke 11:28, “But he said, rather, blessed are they who
hear the word of God and obey it.”
