Most recently he worked as a “traveling” auto
mechanic often repairing cars for family, friends and motorists at Walch Store,



Wayne was a
lifelong member of St. John Lutheran Church in Lincoln where he had served
as an usher. He had been a member of a bowling league and enjoyed
watching football, especially the Dallas Cowboys. He will be remembered for
his kindness, always having a smile on his face and enjoying the time he
spent with his family and friends.

Wayne passed away unexpectedly the evening of Wednesday, May 22, 2019
as the result of an automobile accident in Lincoln.
