During her working years, she was employed by Koslan
Brothers, Becker's Grocery and Orsag's in Giddings. Her most enjoyable job
was working for Camp Tejas where she worked in the kitchen cooking, baking
and meeting the campers and staff. Willie Mae enjoyed life and always had a



smile and a hug for everyone. She was always willing to lend a helping hand
whenever she could. She was a director with the Giddings Sons of Hermann
Lodge #54 and a longtime member of Martin Luther Lutheran Church in
Giddings where she attended the Women's Bible Study and also sang at the
nursing homes in Giddings until her health no longer allowed it. She was
blessed to enjoy the celebration of her 90th birthday with family and friends.
