Woodrow Wilson Holland, 79, of Caldwell passed away Saturday, May 11,
2013 at his home.

He was a master parachutist and was awarded the Bronze Star Medal with
1st Oak leaf Cluster for action in Vietnam. He was promoted to the rank of
Chief Warrant Officer W-3 in 1970. He was a General Aviation Pilot with
commercial ratings and while stationed in Fort Greely, Alaska, he formed "The
Flight Club" and for a time he was a bush pilot in Alaska. He also flew search
and rescue missions for the Civil Air Patrol. After retirement, he was employed
as a safety coordinator for Rhom-Haas Chemical Company in Pasadena,
Texas for several years. He remained an aviation enthusiast and enjoyed
flying radio/remote controlled model aircraft. He also enjoyed wood-working,
reading western novels and listening to country and western music. He was a
long-time member of Cooks Point United Methodist Church. He was preceded
in death by his wife, Wanda Joyce Holland and his parents, Finis Hendrix and
Jewel Holland. Survivors include a daughter and son-in-law, Roxanne and
Jack Hays of Houston; two brothers and sisters-in-law, Eddie and Pat Hendrix
